We encourage all players and coaches to 
apply before attending the Australian Tennis Championships to be eligible.

TRANSPORT & PARKING Players need to make their own travel arrangements to Melbourne. Taxis and Ubers 
are always available (24 hours) from Tullamarine Airport. Approximate fare from the 
airport to the venue is $80, alternatively you can catch the Skybus to Southern Cross 
Station then catch the #70 Tram down Flinders Street to Melbourne Park. 
 

Free parking is available each day at the National Tennis Centre via Entrance D off 
Olympic Boulevard, please refer to this map for directions. Melbourne Park have 
installed a license plate recognition system at the Eastern Plaza car park for a more 
efficient and seamless experience. The boom gate at Eastern Plaza car park will open 
on approach and there is no longer the need to take a ticket. Validation of your 
parking will now occur using your license plate number, please provide this to Tennis 
World Reception staff prior to returning to your vehicle.
