how do l book? 
on the Internet 
1. To purchase your tickets on the internet you need to have a current My Ticketek account. If you 
are not currently a member of My Ticketek, please go to www.ticketek.com.au to become a 
member. 
2. You will need to have your 2011/2012 Tennis QLD membership number ready as this will act as 
your password when you are purchasing tickets. 
3. Tickets will be available for all sessions for all events. 
4. All major credit cards will be accepted. Please have your credit card ready when booking. 
5. To purchase tickets you will need to go to www.ticketek.com.au/ma2012 . 
6. Once you have selected the session/event you wish to attend, you will be required to enter your 
Tennis QLD membership number. 
7. You will then be prompted through the payment stages, confirmation of your tickets and 
delivery method.

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what are the ticket limits? 
The following ticket limits apply for ticket purchasers to the Australian Open: 

• Ticket limit of Eight (8) tickets per person for all Rod Laver Arena Series Packages 
(excluding the Final 5 & Finals Package). 

• Ticket limit of Four (4) tickets per person for the Final 5 & Finals Rod Laver Arena Series 
Packages. 

• Ticket limit of Eight (8) tickets per person for all Rod Laver Arena Single Session tickets for 
sessions that fall within the date range of Monday 16 January until Saturday 28 January 
2012. 

• Ticket limit of Four (4) tickets per person for all Rod Laver Arena Single Session tickets for 
Sunday 29 January 2012. 

• Ticket limit of Ten (10) tickets per person for all Hisense Arena Series Packages. 

• Ticket limit of Ten (10) tickets per person for all Hisense Arena Single Session tickets. 

• There is no limit on Ground Passes.
