In this Agreement, unless the context requires another meaning:
Commencement Date means the date set out in Item 2(a) of the Contract Details.
Confidential Information means the confidential information or sensitive commercial information of a party including without limitation financial information, management information, marketing information, sales strategies, technical information, supplier lists, client information, employee information, concepts, operational ideas, know how and trade secrets.
Expiry Date means the date set out in Item 2(b) of the Contract Details.
Intellectual Property means rights in relation to all confidential information, business names, trade names, brands, logos, copyright, registered or unregistered designs, registered or unregistered trademarks, patents, patent applications, know how and all other rights or forms of protection having a similar nature or effect, whether within or outside Australia and whether registered or unregistered.
Nominated Representative means each party’s primary point of contact as set out in Item 6 of the Contract Details. 
Representative means a party’s directors, officers, employees, subcontractors and agents.
Sponsor Logo means the logo set out in Item 5b of the Contract Details, as amended by Sponsor from time to time.
[Insert Club] Logo means the logo set out in Item 5a of the Contract Details, as amended by [Insert Club] from time to time.
Term
[bookmark: _Ref399258163]The Term of this Agreement commences on the Commencement Date as set out in the Contract Details and expires on the Expiry Date as set out in the Contract Details, unless terminated earlier in accordance with this agreement.
Sponsorship consideration
Sponsor must pay the sponsorship fee set out in Item 3(a) the Contract Details (“Sponsorship Fee”) to [Insert Club] during the Term and in accordance with the payment schedule set out in Item 3(b) of the Contract Details (“Payment Schedule”).
Benefits
[Insert Club] must provide the benefits set out in Item 4 of the Contract Details (“Benefits”) during the Term in accordance with the terms and conditions of this agreement.
Joint obligations
The parties must:
act in good faith and in an honest and professional manner at all time during the Term; and
comply with all applicable laws and codes of conduct. 
The parties must not do or permit anything to be done which is or could be detrimental to the goodwill, name or reputation of the other party to this agreement.  
Each party must provide all necessary support, information, materials and assistance to the other party and do all things which are reasonably necessary to enable the other party to meet their obligations under this agreement. 
Intellectual Property rights
Each party grants to the other party a non-exclusive, royalty free licence during the Term to use the other party’s trademark (that is, the Sponsor Logo and the [Insert Club] Logo as applicable) in connection with delivery of the benefits and performance of this agreement.
The other party’s logo may only be applied to or associated with activities or products related to the matters set out in this agreement.
Each party acknowledges that all rights, title and interests in the Intellectual Property of the other party as at the date of this agreement shall remain the Intellectual Property of those other party.
Each party acknowledges the valuable goodwill and reputation in the Intellectual Property of the other party and shall use all reasonable efforts to preserve that goodwill and reputation attaching to the Intellectual Property
Termination
This agreement may be terminated prior to the Expiry Date if:
both parties consent;
a party (breaching party) breaches a term of this agreement which is capable of being remedied and the breaching party does not remedy the breach within 14 days of receipt of written notice from the party affected by the breach requesting the breach be remedied;
one party has breached a term of this agreement and such term is not capable of being remedied. 
In the event of termination for any reason or expiry of this agreement:
each party must:
from the date of termination or expiry, cease all use of Intellectual Property of the other party and cease holding itself out as having a continuing sponsorship association with the other party;
cease all use of, and immediately return or destroy any information (in whatever form) including Confidential Information of the other party which it may have acquired in connection with this agreement, except for such information that is required to be retained by law; and
immediately cease use of and return all the Sponsorship Consideration belonging to the Sponsor.
Clause 7.2 survives the expiration or termination of this agreement as do clauses 9 and 10.
GST
In this clause any words defined in the A New Tax System (Goods and Services Tax) Act 1999 (Cth) (GST Act) will have the corresponding meaning. 
Unless otherwise expressly stated, all prices or other sums payable or consideration to be provided under this Agreement are exclusive of GST.
If GST is payable on any Supply made under this Agreement, the Recipient of the Taxable Supply must pay to the Supplier an additional amount equal to the GST payable on or for the Taxable Supply, subject to the Recipient receiving a valid Tax Invoice in respect of the Supply at or before the time of payment.  Payment of the additional amount must be made at the same time as payment for the Taxable Supply is required to be made under this Agreement.
If a Supply made under this Agreement is initially treated as not subject to GST but is or becomes a Taxable Supply, the Supplier may charge and recover from the Recipient in addition to any other Consideration an amount equivalent to the GST payable in respect of that Taxable Supply.  
If any applicable law adjusts the rate of GST, then any amount payable pursuant to this Agreement will be adjusted in proportion to the adjustment in the rate of GST.
Dispute resolution	
If written notice of a dispute has been given by one party to the other in relation to this Agreement, the parties will endeavour to first settle the dispute by discussions between them.  
If the dispute is not resolved within 14 days (or such other period as agreed in writing by the parties) after the written notice of the dispute has been given by one party to the other, the parties may refer the dispute to mediation to be administered by the Australian Commercial Dispute Centre (ACDC).  The mediation costs charged by ACDC will be shared equally by the parties.  
If the dispute has not been settled within 28 days of the appointment of a mediator, the parties may then take further action to enforce their rights.  This clause will not affect either party’s rights to terminate this Agreement or to seek interlocutory relief in a court of competent jurisdiction.
Confidentiality 	
The parties must take reasonable steps to ensure that they, their employees, advisers and agents do not use or disclose any part of this Agreement, any information in respect of this Agreement or any confidential information of the other party (including the terms of this Agreement) except to the extent that:
(a) it is required to do so by law;
(b) the other party has consented in writing to such disclosure or use; or
(c) a party’s disclosure is to that party’s professional advisers.
No publicity
The parties must not make any public announcement (including on its website) relating to this Agreement without the prior written consent of the other party. 
Notices
All notices, consents or approvals under this Agreement must be in writing and either: 
(a) hand delivered to the address; 
(b) sent by prepaid post to the address; or 
(c) sent by email to the email address
set out in Item 6 of the Contract Details or such other address subsequently notified by a party by a notice to the other party.
General
[Other party] must not assign or transfer any right or liability under this Agreement without the prior written consent of [INSERT CLUB].
Nothing contained in this Agreement nor anything done by the [INSERT CLUB] and [Other party], shall create a joint venture, partnership, employment or agency relationship between the [Insert Club] and [Other party] 
Any term in this Agreement that is either wholly or partly unenforceable will be severed to the extent necessary to make the remaining terms of this Agreement enforceable. 
This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties about its subject matter and supersedes all prior representations, Agreements, statements and understandings, whether verbal or in writing.
Any partial exercise, failure to exercise, or delay in exercising a power, right or remedy provided under this Agreement, or by law, does not operate as a waiver, or prevent or restrict any further or later exercise of that power, right, or remedy.
Each party must, at its own expense, do everything reasonably necessary to give effect to this Agreement and the transactions contemplated by it, including the execution of documents.
The parties may execute this agreement in counterparts, all of which together constitute one instrument.  A true and correct PDF signed copy of this Agreement may be used in place of originals for any purpose. 
This Agreement may not be varied, except in writing signed by both parties.
