· The events will be played at various venues across the Sunshine Coast
· Matches will be held at either Caloundra Tennis Club, Kawana Tennis Club or Mooloolaba Tennis Club
· Each venue will provide a free sausage sizzle for participants from 2:30pm
Entry
· Entries open 13 November 2013
· Entries Close 25 January 2014
Standard Based

· The competition is completely standard based
· Entry is open to players of either gender 10 years and older

Entry Options

· Teams must contain a minimum of four players
· Player can nominate as an individual with the grading committee placing them in a team with similar standard players.
· Players can nominate as a group of two or three

Team Options

· Players can nominate with whoever they wish however there is no guarantee player’s will stay together through grading process
· Teams will be graded dependant on standard

· Any form of representation is accepted e.g Kawana Kings, Mick’s Maulers etc
Entry Fee/Prizes
· $15 per player per week
· Prize money (per team) 
· Div 1 - $600
· Div 2 - $250 
· Div 3 - $150
· An MVP for the season will be awarded with the winner receiving $200
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1. Entries

a. There will not be a pre-determined number of teams or divisions for the competition. The number of players or teams accepted won’t be capped.

b. Each selected team shall submit to the Competition Management the names of the proposed players for the team including nominating a team captain

c. Teams must be comprised of at least four players.

d. Players are required to have played no less than 4 fixture matches to be eligible to participate in the Sunshine Coast Team Tennis final.

e. The Sunshine Coast Team Tennis Competition Management has the sole discretion in the selection of teams for each division.

f. Teams must be nominated from strongest player to weakest.  

2.Match Format

a. The match will be contest on two courts played in the following order:

c. Singles rubbers will be played as the best of 3 short sets (first to 4 games) with a ‘shortened’ tiebreak (first to 5 points, sudden death at 4 point all) played at 3 games all.
d. Doubles rubbers will be played as the ‘best of 2 short sets (first to 4 games) with a ‘shortened’ tiebreak (first to 5 points, sudden death at 4 point all) played at 3 games all. If sets are even at the conclusion of the second set, a Super Tiebreak (first to 10 with an advantage of 2 points) will be played to determine the outcome of the rubber.
e. If due to inclement weather or any other reason deemed appropriate by the venue operator, the operator has the power to reduce the scoring format to one that is more conducive to the amount of time available.
f. All rubbers will be played using “no-ad” scoring , with the receiver choosing the service side.
g. When the players change ends at the end of a game and during a tiebreak game, play shall be continuous and the players shall change ends with players having to be ready to play within 60 seconds of the previous games completion. Players are not permitted to sit down during the change of ends.
h. At the end of each set there shall be a set break of a maximum of ninety seconds. The maximum time starts from the moment that one point finishes until the first service is struck for the next point. Players are permitted to sit down at the end of a set.
i. Teams are required to play singles rubbers in order of strength as per the original team order approved by the Competition Management.
j. No break is permitted between the conclusion of the first singles rubbers and the following singles rubbers. A maximum of five minutes is permitted between the conclusion of the second singles rubber and the commencement of the warm-up of the doubles rubbers.
k. If a player is injured and subsequently forced to retire, the team has the option of a lower ranked player in the team order coming in to complete the match; however, the injured retiring player cannot come back in and play any rubber (including doubles) for the remainder of that fixtured team match. The match will be credited to the retiring player for results records and consequently all statistics and ratings impacts. 
l. Teams who forfeit a round for any reason will be fined $60 by the competition management. The competition management is not responsible for finding fill-in/replacements for any teams.
