To start things off, Issue #1 contains key reminders of the basics of child safeguarding in
Tennis. We have also included a ‘Standing Agenda Item’ guide to help you bring safeguarding
to life during your committee meetings.

Remember that safeguarding is about preventing all forms of abuse, including neglect,
bullying, harassment, abuse of power, domestic violence, emotional abuse, physical abuse,
grooming, and sexual abuse.

Working With Children Checks (WWCCs)

Every person working or volunteering in the tennis community must hold a valid WWCC,
regardless of their role or level of contact with children. Requesting a WWCC is fast and
easy, and if you are volunteer, it is free. If you are in a paid role (e.g. coach) there will be
costs associated. Maintaining WWCCs is the first step to creating a safe environment for
children and young people.

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What is a WWCC?

As stated by Service Victoria:

“The Working with Children Check is a screening process for assessing or re-assessing
people who work with or care for children in Victoria.

We take a detailed look at the criminal history and relevant professional conduct findings of
applicants to ensure we’re helping to protect children from sexual or physical harm.”

Who needs to have a WWCC?

At a minimum, every committee member, volunteer, tournament staff/volunteer member,
and coach must hold a valid WWCC. 

Any coach who is currently holds a Tennis Australia (TA) Coach membership or anyone who
is a current TA Official will hold valid WWCCs managed by TA. Your club/association must
hold WWCC details of any staff or volunteers who are not currently TA Coach or Officiating
members.

How do I get a WWCC

You will need to have some identification documents handy, so check the list before you
begin.

How to apply for a WWCC

How do I manage our club or association’s WWCCs?

Committees must keep an Excel spreadsheet with last names and WWCC numbers
somewhere secure. You can upload this online to check up to 1500 numbers
simultaneously.

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Given WWCCs will expire at different times (depending on their dates of approval), you
should check your list regularly to ensure that all current checks are valid. If any have
expired, follow up with your volunteers or committee members and request they reapply. If
the results show that someone is ineligible for a WWCC, then they are ineligible to work or
volunteer in the tennis environment. 

What if someone does not have a WWCC?

Culturally embedding safeguarding is everyone’s responsibility. If someone does not have a
WWCC, they are ineligible to work or volunteer in the tennis environment. Tennis Victoria
has a zero-tolerance policy against child abuse, and we expect our members to have the
same approach. If you require support navigating these conversations, reach out to your
TDO, Association Liaison or TV’s MPIO, who will be happy to help you.

Obtaining WWCCs is a quick and easy process that acts as an initial barrier to behaviours
that may give rise to situations of child abuse. 

If someone has applied for a WWCC but is refused, that person should consult with the
Tennis Victoria MPIO at their earliest opportunity. Again, we know conversations on this
topic can be challenging, but we’re here to help you through them.

 

Member Protection Information Officers
(MPIOs)

What is an MPIO?

An MPIO is a support officer within your club or association that acts as a point of contact
for complaints and concerns. It is important that they remain impartial. MPIOs should feel
equipped to provide people with information (including club/association policies) and triage
complaints to the appropriate group to manage them. This may be your committee, Tennis
Victoria’s MPIO, or Tennis Australia’s Integrity team. Club and association MPIOs do not
need to play an investigative role in complaints management.

What does an MPIO need to do?

All MPIOs must complete the training provided by Play By The Rules (PBTR). This training
is delivered in two parts:

Module 1: Online
Module 2: In-Person Workshop

Please note: TA and PBTR have worked together to create a tennis-centric version of the
Workshop training. We will be sending out communications later this year about how you
can complete this training. In the meantime, we recommend completing Module 1, so you
are prepared to undertake the new Module 2 when available.

All your members should know the name and contact details of your MPIO. Make sure
these details are visible to everyone. This may be included on your website, on display in

Tennis Australia's Safeguarding Children Code
of Conduct

All Tennis Victoria affiliates are bound by TA’s National Policies, including the Safeguarding
Children Code of Conduct.

How do we teach our members about the Code of Conduct?

Formalise your Commitment to the Code of Conduct – while your club / association
and its members are bound by the Code of Conduct as affiliates of Tennis Victoria, it’s
good practice to remind your members about how it works. You could do this by
speaking about it at a meeting, reminding members through a newsletter, or including
a reminder and link in all competition communications.
Educate your members on the Code of Conduct – as a starting point, draw your
committee’s and members’ attention to clause 11, which outlines expected Standards
of Behaviour. The Code of Conduct provides thorough guidance on many situations,
including ways to avoid abuse and best practice guidelines for scenarios such as
transporting minors, photographing and recording children, overnight stays,
supervision, and change rooms.

 

The 11 Victorian Child Safety Standards

The Commission for Children and Young People (CCYP) has published 11 Child Safe
Standards. These standards are the outcomes all sporting organisations, clubs, and

TA’s Safeguarding Children Code of Conduct actively addresses standards 2-11. Standard 1
applies to Victoria and not at a National level, so it’s important to consider how your
club/association works towards creating a safe environment for Aboriginal children.

(including the Victoria specific Standard 1) in upcoming editions of this Safe Play
Newsletter.

How to Approach Conversations with Children and Young People:

Actively listen and exercise empathy
Assure them they have done the right thing in speaking with you
Don’t promise to keep it a secret as you may need to report the information they have
provided you, but assure them you will only tell those that need to know
Let them know you’ll try to help and that you believe them
Following your conversation, make a record of it with as much detail as possible and
save this somewhere secure for an indefinite period
